Upcoming 2010 Census is Vital to
Zachary Schools and Area Residents

The Zachary Community Schools have a big stake in next April’'s 2010 Census. By law,
the Census results will be used in 2011 to realign the school board districts to adjust for
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The City of Zachary and its residents also have much at stake in the 2010 Census. Any
community should be concerned about getting its fair share of nearly $400 billion in federal
funds that are allocated annually based on a once-a-decade population count. Roads, bridges,
hospitals, water quality, college grants and loans, public transportation, and school programs
are just a few of the things that hinge on an accurate Census. A fast-growing area like
Zachary needs to take the decennial Census very seriously. We believe recent Census
population estimates (see our Bulletin 2-3) have not kept up with actual Zachary area
population growth. The 2010 Census provides an important opportunity to document recent
rapid growth and change. The schools and the city have much to gain from an all-out effort
to boost participation in the 2010 Census.
